Last week our Leadership team met for two days to 

begin planning for 2018 and to work on our Annual 

ϥmplementation Plan.  As part of this, we spent some 

time with Adam Voigt from Real Schools.  You may   

remember that as a school we have entered into a 

three year partnership with Real Schools to develop a 

Restorative Practices culture across the College.  Last 

week we worked with Adam to develop a Restorative 

Practices ϥmplementation Plan for 2018 and our                 

College ϥmplementation Plan, that once completed, will 

be shared with our school community and proudly dis-

played around the College.   

One of the key learnings for our staϜ during this our 

ɲrst year of our Real Schools partnership was the              

value of running ɄCirclesɅ in both our primary and               

secondary classrooms.  Our staϜ have learnt how to 

run not only restorative circles to repair harm to                  

relationships after an incident or conɳict, but also how 

to utilise circles in their teaching program. ϥ have              

included some information from Real Schools below to 

illustrate some of the ways that this is occurring. 

MAϥN AϥM OF A CϥRCLE ɀ ENGAGEMENT 

Every circleɅs intention should be to have all students at 

their highest level of engagement for the longest             

possible percentage of time. ϥmagine taking a picture 

of your circle (even better is actually taking that                

picture) and study the percentage of students who are 

actively either speaking, listening, thinking or doing ɀ 

thatɅs how we measure circle engagement. 

Further, circles should not only be engaging                         

experiences but they should also elevate post-circle 

engagement levels. No matter the purpose of a circle, 

there should be the intention for something to be 

diϜerent afterwards. 

¶ Check-in circle ɀ students should be calmer, 

more in control of emotions and more able to 

think/learn clearly. 

¶ Check-out circle ɀ studentsɅ capacity to reɳect on 

work ethic, collaboration and personal              

impact on the class should be enhanced. 

¶ Preparation circle ɀ students should be clear 

about behavioural expectations and their aϜect 

generation responsibilities. 

¶ Response circle ɀ students should be                        

connecting conversation to actions and                      

deliverables. 

¶ Learning circle ɀ students should be cognisant 

of learning intentions, demonstration                       

opportunities, deadlines and noise                               

requirements. 

So Engagement is king, and we believe there are also 

three ways, or principles if you will, that will facilitate 

the highest possible engagement levels both during 

and after a decent circle; 

BREVϥTY: A quick circle is a good one. Only in the most 

serious of moments should a circle stretch out as long 

as 15 minutes. The longer a circle goes, the more likely 

it is that students will disengage. Often, our boys              

disengage through disrupting the circle, whereas our 

girls tend towards a quiet mental trip to another place.  

ACTϥVϥTY: Circles are not opportunities for us to make 

a speech. Nor should they be a snorefest while certain 

students dominate the conversation with long                 

remarks or via their uncanny ability to be chosen when 

hands go up. Have your students turn and talk to the 

person next to them for a minute and listen to three 

great ideas ɀ in preference for everyone speaking indi-

vidually. 

VARϥETY: mix your circles up. Sit on the ɳoor, sit on 

chairs, stand strong, stand outside, lie on our bellies, 

use a tennis ball, use our bodies to communicate, 

place students with Ɉnon-friendsɉ, change your own 

position, use a whiteboard or butcherɅs paper, invite 

other staϜ to join you, use the iPads, discuss                  

non-school topics, share stories/hopes/dreams/

memories. 

When it comes to circles variety really is the spice of 

life.

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21 boy-friendly parenting tips and strategies 

Surprise, surprise! Boys and girls are diϜerent.                   

Whether itɅs nature or nurture is largely irrelevant. The 

point is that boys and girls do best when their parents 

respond to the speciɲc needs of their gender, rather 

than use a one size ɲts all approach. 

Here are 21 parenting strategies guaranteed to meet 

the needs of the boys in your life: 

Communicating with boys 

1.  Choose your time to communicate 

Adults who do best with boys have a way of getting 

into their time-frame. They can talk with them about 

what  interests them now, whatɅs important to them 

now, whatɅs grabbing their attention now. ThatɅs                 

relatively easy when your sons are under ten, but    

challenging when they are teenagers. 

You have to be a little cunning to get into a teenage 

boyɅs time-frame. A parent who picks up a teenage boy 

from a party at midnight, just may have a better 

chance of      getting into this time-frame and getting a 

window into whatɅs important, than one who parents 

from a distance. 

2.  Talk to boys while they are doing 

One way to get boys talking is to get them moving. Go 

for a walk together, wash the dishes together or do 

some other job and you will ɲnd their tongues loosen 

up. The pressure to speak is removed by activity. More 

than this, males are activity-based. Just as activity and 

play is the language of fatherhood, activity is the mode 

to get many boys to open up and talk. 

3.  Ask Ɉwhat?ɉ not Ɉwhy?ɉ 

ϥf a boy misbehaves never ask him Ɉwhy?ɉ He usually 

wonɅt be able to tell you. ϥnstead get him to revisit the 

moment of poor behaviour and get some window into 

his thinking or motivation at the time. ɈWhat were you 

thinking about when you didɎ?ɉ ɈWhat was going on to 

make you want to do that?ɉ ɈWhat will you do                     

diϜerently next time?ɉ These type of questions help 

ensure that boys learn from their experiences so they 

behave diϜerently the next time they are in a similar 

situation. 

Managing a boyɅs behaviour 

4.  Join the dots 

Boys, more than girls, are likely to learn many of their    

lessons from experience rather than being told.              

However some boys canɅt see the woods from the  

trees. One boy ϥ know couldnɅt see how his fast mouth 

(he was quick with a one-liner) was putting him oϜside 

with his teachers. ϥt was obvious to everyone but the 

boy in question. He needed an adult to draw a line     

between his behaviour (smart mouth) and itɅs outcome 

(teachers feeling disrespected). Be very calm and                

rational rather judgemental so that your son takes 

your message on board. 

5.  Create a space for processing 

A bad day at school may be followed by an angry                  

outburst on arrival home, particularly if he is asked 

that time-honored question: ɈHow was your day?ɉ 

Ɉ&^$%%%!!ɉ may well be the response as he slams his 

bedroom door behind him. He has just entered his 

cave where he will take his time to settle his thoughts 

and generally go within to draw on his internal                       

resources. Resist the temptation to knock on his door 

and lovingly say, ɈDarling, is everything alright? Would 

you like to talk about it?ɉ You are only inviting some 

more rejection. The best solution is to wait until he 

comes out of his cave before you talk. Generally, he will 

come out when he is ready and has made some sense 

of what has happened to him. This is the time to talk. 

6.  Teach him to cool oϜ 

Many boys struggle to regulate their emotions. When a 

boy gets angry his testosterone levels rise, further                  

inɳaming anger. Anger then frequently spirals causing 

a boy to lose control of his behaviour completely. ϥt is 

useful to teach boys to take some time to calm down 

and regain control of their physiology and their                     

behaviour. 

Methods such as time out, cuddling and comforting 

are useful to help young children learn to cool down. 

As boys move into school age and beyond, help them 

understand the triggers that can lead to anger and 

then discuss various methods help them regain some 

calm. Deep breathing, getting some exercise or                     

thinking about something diϜerent are simple ways of 

relaxing. Boys that donɅt learn to self-regulate their 

emotions during childhood donɅt magically learn to 

regulate their anger in adulthood. MARK THϥS AS A               

VϥTAL SKϥLL TO LEARN. 

7.  Encourage boys to repair and restore relationship 

breakdowns 

Many boys naturally move on after conɳict. ϥtɅs often 

seen as a strength or a positive compared to girls who 

can make conɳict linger far longer than necessary. 

However they can often neglect repairing relationships 

so they can be perceived as callous or uncaring.               

Encourage boys to make amends with an aggrieved 

person either with an apology or an act of kindness 

following conɳict with a sibling or a friend. Alternatively,  
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consider sitting down with them and the aggrieved 

person to discuss what happened; what they may do 

diϜerently next time and in some cases to listen to 

how the other person felt about their behaviour. Some 

boys need to some assistance to develop empathy and 

see how their remarks or behaviour can adversely                 

impact others. 

Building boysɅ conɲdence 

8.  Encourage collecting 

Boys are avid collectors. ϥtɅs in their nature. ϥtɅs how 

they put order in their world. They like to see the               

extremes and see how they are conɲned. Collecting 

can drive many parents crazy, but itɅs linked to boysɅ 

normal healthy development. 

9.  Use private praise that is descriptive 

Boys respond really well to feedback, particularly if it is 

given with genuine intent. Private praise is more                   

eϜective than public praise for boys as they can                  

become embarrassed being praised in front of their 

friends or relatives. Tell them what you see and how 

you feel. ɈWow. You have tidied the room really well 

and put everything back where it should be. ϥtɅs a 

pleasure to come into the living room.ɉ Such                          

comments genuinely made become stored in their 

bank of skills and builds up their conɲdence. 

10.  ϥncrease a boyɅs time in environments where he 

succeeds 

Boys who struggle at school or in mainstream beneɲt 

enormously when they spend time in activities or in 

places that they enjoy; where they experience success 

and where they feel conɲdent. ϥf sport ɲts this bill for 

your son then let him spend plenty of time in those 

environments so he can experience what conɲdence 

feels like. Conɲdence has a snowball eϜect and                   

frequently transfers to other areas. 

Helping boys succeed 

11.  Give them a reason to learn 

Boys are great pragmatists. They need a reason to 

learn or do something. Link their learning to what they 

are interested in. ϥf they love football, then get them 

reading, writing and talking about football, or ways they 

can be better at football. Link learning to their lives as 

much as possible. 

12.  Let your son see you read every day 

Reading is a predictor of success at school, yet many 

boys struggle to interact with the written word unless 

itɅs in a digital format. Boys will value reading more 

when their signiɲcant role models (mum and dad) read 

too. Make sure they see you read for a variety of                

purposes ɀ for pleasure, to cook a meal or work out a  

problem. 

13.  Go visual to help their learning 

Boys are more likely to be visual learners than girls, so 

play to their natural advantage. Use frameworks, lists 

and diagrams to aid understanding and increase               

retention. And show rather than tell them stuϜ. Once 

shown they are more likely to retain a picture in their 

heads to call upon when needed. 

14.  Teach boys to anchor 

The concept of anchoring is really useful for boys who 

are forgetful, or for those who are learning a new            

behaviour. ϥt involves linking a new behaviour or an 

activity they need to remember with a behaviour they 

already do. Anchoring has wide application. A boy who 

wants to remember to take a note to school may leave 

it in a breakfast bowl the night before. Knowing he               

always has cereal means he wonɅt forget his note. 

Boys and technology 

15.  Create tech-free zones and times 

Knowing when to leave technology alone is just as              

important as knowing when to use it appropriately. 

One way to teach appropriateness of technology use is 

to introduce tech-free zones and tech-free times into 

your family. For instance, dinner tables and mealtimes 

should be kept technology free to encourage face-to-

face conversations. Bedrooms should be tech free, at 

least at night, to help children to get the sleep they 

need. 

16.  DiϜerentiate between uses 

Digital technology has three purposesɀ                              

communication, education and entertainment. Be 

aware how your son is using technology, which will  

inɳuence how you respond to them. Nuance your              

approach according to the childrenɅs technology use. 

17.  Make sure boys play in the real world 

You may need to be strong ɀ very strong ɀ but work 

hard to make sure that your son spends time playing in 

the real. The mumɅs mantra of ɈGo outside and playɉ 

that many of us are familiar with is now something like 

ɈPut that device down. Now go outside and play.ɉ 

Boy-friendly mothering strategies 

18.  Teach your son about values and relationships 

Mothers are generally stronger in the interpersonal 

areas of child rearing than fathers. Mothers generally 

do a great job of teaching their sons about a whole 

range of values (such as tolerance, persistence and 

loyalty) as well as helping them interact with others. 

Teach them to treat you well so that they will treat the 

other women in their lives, including their sisters and  

 

 

 



A word from...

19.  Step back in adolescence 

Developmentally, it can be hard moving into manhood if your mum 

ɲghts all your battles and is always whispering in your ear what you 

should be doing. Boys often need to ɲnd things out for themselves. 

Learn to step back a little during adolescence, but make sure you 

are there for them. Teen boys need to be reassured that their 

mothers will always be there for them. ϥt makes them strong. 

Essential strategies for fathers 

20.  Connect early 

DonɅt wait until they are Ʉold enough to have fun withɅ to start                 

relating and playing with your sons. One way to ensure you connect 

early is to spend ten minutes a day on your own with your baby 

son. 

21.  Show pride in your son 

Boys desperately want their dads to be proud of them. A boy thinks 

that if his dad is proud of him then he know heɅs loved. This need 

for approval is in the male psyche. ϥt cannot be ignored although 

we often conveniently forget it. The need for their fatherɅs approval 

has a massive inɳuence on a boyɅs behaviour, his achievement              

levels and, ultimately, on the nature of their relationship.
